A few years ago, we decided to create a rebate for families who have had
their children at Springbank for a long period of time. Essentially, it is our
way of saying thanks for your long term commitment to your child’s
education at Springbank.

For students who have been enrolled at Springbank School for 3 full
calendar years, they receive a $250 rebate in the 4t term of their 4th year.
This continues for the 4th and 5th years. Then from 6 years onwards, the
rebate doubles to $500 per year.

How you spend your rebate is up to you. I hear that a certain Principal is a
lover of chocolate and beer...

On a serious note, a couple of years ago we had a family mention that they
were thinking of forwarding their rebate to Friends of Springbank. I don’t
think that it eventuated, but it certainly would be a great way to give back.

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An Interesting Article...

Here's a true saying: 'The family
that eats together and
communicates, raises well-
adjusted children.'

The Cincinnati Children's Hospital
Medical Centre studied five
hundred teenagers and found:
Children whose parents ate dinner
with them five times a week or
more were the least likely to be on
drugs, to be depressed or to be in
trouble with the law. They were
also more likely to do well in
school, and be surrounded by
supportive friends. Even when
families met together at a fast-food
restaurant they got the same
results. By contrast, the more
poorly adjusted teens ate with their
parents only three times a week or
less. What do these findings mean?
(1) You need to be involved with
your children on a daily basis,
especially during the formative
years. (2) When you give your
children things you give them
short-term pleasure and
excitement, but when you give
them time you give them self-
worth. This may call for working
fewer hours or eliminating certain
activities, but it's an investment
you'll never regret.

You need to ask yourself: 'Am I
spending enough time with my
family?' If you don't like the
answer, start changing things.
