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Enterprise Students Succeed Again!

As featured in this week’s local papers - The Northland Age and Bay Chronicle, congratulations must be
given to Max Stovell and Naaman Boxer from Year 9 who have seen change tables be installed in both the
women’s and men’s public toilets along Cobhan Road, by the domain.

As part of their Year 9 Enterprise class, Max and Naaman began the initial steps of completing a project to
benefit their community back in February.

Max was inspired after seeing his mother Emma unable to change his two-year-old sister, Lake, at the
public toilets.

The boys conducted a survey within the local community to gauge a need for a public place to change
nappies in Kerikeri - and with over 95 per cent of those surveyed saying yes, the boys were onto a great
project.

To enable their project to come to life, the boys approached businesses to sponsor raffle prizes, raising
$392.00 They then gave a 600-word speech at a Bay of Islands-Whangaroa Community Board meeting,
which saw the council agree to pay the remaining $582 for the $974 project from their repairs and
maintenance fund.

This has been a fantastic community project initiated and organised by Max and Naaman. Such a simple
idea of installing change tables in the local toilets will make a huge difference to many local and visiting
families. |

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Year 8 Maths Day Report

With the weather smiling on us, we loaded our boat, had our safety briefing, and we were away. | was lucky enough to travel with Carsten Mueller aboard his beautiful boat,
Manuwai, with Louisa, Chrissy Small, Louisa, Indra, Lana, James and Tyrone. We had a very smooth trip from the Kerikeri Cruising Club Marina to Motuarohia (Roberton) Island,
which took less than 30 minutes from departure to anchor down at our destination.

We took a few minutes to get the tender launched, then ferried people ashore while many of our hardy students and Carsten donned togs and swam!

After a swim and morning tea, we started the mathematics exercises that we were on the island to do. I felt that being in the finest classroom in the world (just look at the
pictures!) the maths would go really well. It did! We completed a range of things including calculating our boat speed, locating our position on a chart of the Bay of Islands,
recording tide heights over a period of time on a datum pole, sorting shells into different species and graphing our results, calculating the length and area of our bay, then the
volume of water the tide moves each tide cycle and also using a shadow stick to calculate shadow movement.

This used massive amounts of brain energy, so we needed a well-earned barbecued sausage drowned in tomato sauce to replenish it! After lunch, our hardy students swam in
rather chilly spring waters for a while, before we reluctantly packed up then headed home.

Year eight, you are a brilliant group of students. I thoroughly enjoyed my day, and I feel that you worked hard then played hard to have a great day too!

Heartiest thanks to Chrissy Small, Carsten Mueller, George and Marie-Claire Houry, Stu Guthrie, and Brian Cook. These wonderful parents provided car transport to the boats,
boat transport, and helped our students with their mathematical exercises.
